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Introduction

Chaigeley School is a Non-maintained Special School, established in 1946, that caters for young
people between the ages of 8 and 16 who have behavioural, emotional and social difficulties.
Chaigeley has approval from the DfE for up to 75 girls and boys with residential provision for

24 students on a weekly, term -time only basis along with a small week -end provision. The school
is part of Chaigeley Educational Foundation, which is a registered charity.

The Chaigeley ethos is based around the Quaker
principle of respect for the individual and valuing
the contribution made by everyone. It gives
students the opportunity to make choices in a
non-threatening environment using positive
reinforcement and the building of solid trusting
relationships to encourage positive moves
forward. That said all students are encouraged
to take responsibility for their own actions in
preparation for the next stage in their
development. Any consequences are followed by
a re-entry into the whole school as a means of
promoting the building of trust and reducing

negativity.
