Rule Four: The word after the inverted commas – provided you 
haven’t used a full stop before them – is always a small letter 
(unless it’s a name).
“Mark? Do you want some tea?” his dad called again 	

“No,” said Mark.

Rule Two: Begin a new line for each different speaker.
“Mark? Do you want some tea?” his dad called again.

“No,” he shouted, trying to make his voice sound sad.
